Preparatory Document for the 15th Ordinary General Assembly of the Synod of Bishops

s most of us know, the next Synod of

Bishops, scheduled for October 2018,
will consider “Young People, the Faith and
Vocational Discernment” and the Vatican
has published a Preparatory Document to set
the context and parameters for the Synod,
and begin a process of consultation. The
2018 Synod is focused around persons aged
16 to 29.

SUMMARY OF THE 3 PARTS OF THE
DOCUMENT

Part 1. The social and cultural dynamics
of the world in which young people live

The world is changing rapidly at the
moment. The world of young people is
different to that of their parents.

Globalisation means that young people
are becoming more homogeneous around
the world, while also still living in their own
cultures, which affects how they socialise
and form their identities.

Studies show that young people “do not
see themselves as a disadvantaged class,
rather, they want to be involved in shaping
what’s around them.

Youth need persons of reference, “who
are able to express empathy and offer
them support, encouragement and help in
recognizing their limits, but without making
them feel they are being judged.” “Here, the
role of parents and families is crucial yet
sometimes problematic.”

Young people also
seek these persons of
reference among their
peers, hence their
desire for strong peer
connections.

Young people today
are in part a “hyper-
connected generation” because of
technology. This carries both risks and
opportunities and is something the Church
mustrespondto. Inthe words of Pope Francis:

Take a risk. Whoever does not risk does not
walk. ‘But what if | make a mistake?’. Blessed
be the Lord! You will make more mistakes if
you remain still..”

It is important for young people to develop
skills so that they can properly contribute to
society.

Part 2. The fundamental steps of the

The Church is concerned that she does not
abandon young people to the difficulties of
our times, but journeys with them to help
them realise their full potential.

“Faith is the source of vocational
discernment” - “.that is, the process by

the ordained ministry or the consecrated
life? Where can a person’s talents be put to
good use: a professional life, volunteer work,
service to the needy or involvement in civil and
political life?”

The Preparatory Document then offers the
framework of Recognising, Interpreting
and Choosing.

Part 3. Key points in a pastoral

The Document lists five key areas:

Walking with young people: It’s about
going to where they are, spending time with
them, learning about them and calling them
as Jesus did.

Agents: “Inpastoral activity, young people are
not objects but agents..” The entire Church,
parents & families, clergy and teachers and
educators, is responsible for educating and
guiding young people.

Places: Specific places for Youth Ministry
can help young people with all of the
above. World Youth Days, Parish events and
activities, Universities and Catholic schools,
volunteer work, Associations, Seminaries,
and even the digital world!

Resources: Sports are a resource, as they
provide a place for young people to “manifest
their individuality.”

Silence, Contemplation, and prayer are
also given special note.

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French bishops join tributes to slain
gendarme Arnaud Beltrame

French Bishops joined the national day
of mourning held in France to honour the
police officer who was killed after he took
the place of a woman hostage during an
attack on a supermarket near Carcassonne.

Beltrame talked to the Islamist terrorist,
offering himself in exchange for a woman
being held as a human shield. He put down
his gun and left his mobile phone on, so that
colleagues could hear what was happening
inside the store.

When special forces stormed the building
and shot dead the attacker, they found
Beltrame with bullet and knife wounds in
the neck. He was rushed to hospital where
he died the following morning.

Nigerian school girl held-back by Boko
Haram for refusing to renounce her
Christian faith

When Nigeria’s Boko Haram militants
returned the abducted Dapchi schoolgirls
to their families, last week, they held-on
to Leah Sharibu. The Nigerian government
negotiated the release. The freed
schoolchildren then told their parents that
Leah had been held-back because she had
refused to renounce her Christian faith
and convert to Islam. Five other students
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died during the five-week-long captivity at
the hands of Boko Haram. Nigerian media
quoted Nathaniel Sharibu (Leah’s father) as
saying, “l am very sad, but | am also happy
because my daughter did not renounce her
faith.”

Church and aid groups appeal for an end
to Syrian conflict

As the Syrian civil war enters its eighth
year this week, the humanitarian agency
Save the Children has issued a new report
urging the international community to
push for an immediate end to the conflict.
Of Syria's estimated 10 million children,
the U.N. says 8.6 million are now in dire
need of assistance, with over half of them
displaced or living as refugees. Most suffer
from malnutrition, preventable illnesses
and severe stress, living in fear of their
lives. In an attempt to respond to the most
urgent needs of the people in Syria, the
Vatican’s representative Cardinal Mario
Zenari on Tuesday called for financial and
practical support for three Church-run
hospitals in Damascus and Aleppo
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At Se Cathedral, shlokas reverberate

With devotees streaming in for the
solemn commemoration of Jesus Christ’s
crucifixion at Se Cathedral, Old Goa,
the group of Hindu men and women
assembled in the Cathedral’s quiet nook

to begin, they prayerfully recited the
‘shlokas’ from the Narayana Upanishads.
“We believe that the creator of the universe
is one and we are all divine brothers
and sisters in this divine relation,” says a
member of the Swadhyaya Parivar, a group
offollowersof PandurangShashtriAthavale.
A group member Manu Dhulapkar read out
a brief thought of Athavale’s appreciating
Christ’s great sacrifice for mankind. “Jesus
Christ by his supreme sacrifice tried to free
mankind from sorrow,” the message read.

“On this occasion when Jesus Christ
sacrificed himself for the whole of
humankind, the people of different faith
coming together to pray is very meaningful.
Therefore, these Hindu brethren being with
usin prayer only affirms that Christ belongs
to everyone,” parish priest of Se Cathedral
Fr Alfred Vaz says.

Nun says Good Friday lends meaning to
persecuted Christians

Sister Meena Lalita Barwa, a Catholic nun
who was sexually assaulted nearly 10 years
ago during an anti-Christian violence in
Odisa, said Good Friday reminds her Jesus
gives value to all the suffering of humanity.

“He suffered humiliation and He
understands my humiliation. He suffered
rejection and He accepts when | am

Church in Germany and India join forces

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The Catholic Church issued a statement
rejecting the Supreme Court's recent
judgement permitting passive euthanasia.
The apex court had legalised mercy
killing for terminally ill patients with
accompanying guidelines. Reacting
to the order, Fr Stephen Fernandes,
national secretary of the Catholic Bishops'
Conference of India's (CBCI) Office for
Justice Peace and Development issued a
statement which decried both active and
passive euthanasia. "No one canin any way
permit the killing of an innocent human
being, whether a foetus or an embryo, an
infant or an adult, an old person, or one
suffering from an incurable disease, or a
person who is dying. No one has the right
to ask for this act of killing for ourselves
or for those entrusted to our care." Jesus
raised many from the dead, since life is a
blessing. As we are in the liturgical season
of Ressurection, let us not forget to give
a thought to the forces that devalues the

The Chrism Mass
is one of the
most solemn and
important liturgies
of the liturgical year.
Usually held in the
Diocesean Cathedral, it is generally held on the
morning of Holy Thursday, but may in some
dioceses take place on another day during Holy
Week.

The Mass takes its name from the blessing of the
holy oils used in the sacraments throughout the
year, which are then given to priests to take back
to their parishes. The Chrism Mass reminds us of
our oneness in Christ through Baptism and its
holy anointing, made possible by the ministry
of the Bishop and his priests. The Chrism mass
is also a key moment in which the unity of the
Bishop with his priests (together, they form
the presbyterate) is manifested and renewed.
During the liturgy, the entire assembly is called
to renew its baptismal promises; deacons and
priests also renew their vow of obedience to
the local Bishop and their commitment to serve
God’s people. The Rite of Reception of the QOils
by representatives of the diocesan parishes is a
sign of each parish's unity with the Bishop and
the diocesan Church. At the end of the Chrism
Mass, the Holy Oils are brought back to parishes
of the diocese for use in the coming year.
